All residents must abide by The Crossings Rules and Regulations.  All owners that have rental homes must provide a copy of these Rules and Regulations to their tenants.  The Homeowner is responsible for any fees/fines that are incurred, by the Homeowner or tenant, due to violation of the Rules and Regulations.

Rules and Regulations

(January 31, 2014)

The following Rules and Regulations are a combined from the following:  the Covenants and Restrictions for the Crossings, Waste Management, Okaloosa County Animal Code, United States Postal Service, and those adopted by the Board of Directors to govern activities at The Crossings, Niceville, FL:

ROADS AND PARKING

1. Emergency vehicles must have access to The Crossings at all times and roads cannot be blocked.

· 8 AM to 11 PM – Vehicle may be parked on the street only if the vehicle owner is present and available to move the vehicle.

· 11 PM to 8 AM – NO overnight parking on the roads.  Requests for an exception (e.g., overnight guests, party attendees past 11 PM) should be submitted in writing to the HOA Manager, prior to the exception, who will in turn notify the Board.
2. Commercial vehicles and equipment (greater than 7,000 pounds) are not allowed within The Crossings except for delivery and pick-up services.  All boats, campers or similar vehicles, jet skis, motorcycles, or trailers must be kept within an enclosed parking area.  All vehicles must be roadworthy and properly registered; no storage of disabled vehicles is permitted.   All vehicles must be parked in the driveway areas.  No parking on grass areas.  (Article VI – Use Restrictions)

3. Vehicles in violation of the Rules and Regulations are subject to towing and/or fine after one warning.  The towing service information is located at the entrance to The Crossings.  Towing expenses are paid by the vehicle owner upon recovery of the vehicle from the towing company.
GARBAGE CONTAINERS, YARD DEBRIS, AND HOUSEHOLD BULK ITEMS

4. Rubbish, trash, or garbage shall be removed regularly and not allowed to accumulate.  Garbage/trash containers shall be placed on the outside of the circle to reduce road wear and tear from the heavy trucks.  The current provider of trash and debris removal is Waste Management; contact them at 850-301-2822 with any questions or requests for household pickup, identify yourself as an Okaloosa County resident.  Residents with household bulk item pickups are required to call Waste Management 24 hours in advance (Thursday is the day for this service).  Anything placed at the road for pickup must not remain past 7 PM the day of service.  (Article VIII – Maintenance;  Waste Management)

HOME AND LOT MAINTENANCE – LANDSCAPE

5. Each Owner shall be responsible for the maintenance of their home and lot.  Grass must be maintained in a neat and cared for manner, mowing regularly.  Residents with street lights on their property are responsible for the trimming of trees/shrubs around these lights to ensure that there is sufficient lighting for the street.  Notice of failure to maintain the lot will be sent to the homeowner with seven days to resolve the issue.  If the issue is not resolved, the Association will hire a contractor to resolve the problem.  The landscape charges will be billed to the homeowner (even if it is a rental).  (Article VIII – Maintenance) 

RENTALS

6. Homeowners of RENTALS, are required to provide HOA Property Manager the name and phone number of the rental/tenant within two (2) weeks of the tenant moving into the home.

PETS

7. All pets must be on a leash at all times and under the control of a person capable of handling the animal.  Any pet that is vicious or annoying to other residents MUST be removed from the subdivision; call Panhandle Animal Welfare Society (PAWS) (850-244-0196) to report violations of Okaloosa County Animal Code with the type of animal, if feral or pet, last known location of animal, and, if known, home of animal.  Each Owner shall be responsible for the clean up after their pet(s).  The pet owner assumes all responsibility and liability for all damage to persons or property caused by the pet resulting from its presence at The Crossings.   (Article VI – Use Restrictions and Okaloosa County Animal Code)

MAILBOXES

8. Per the United States Postal Service, no part of a mail receptacle may be used to deliver any item that does not contain proper postage.  This includes items or matter placed upon, supported by, attached to, hung from, or inserted into a mail receptacle.

HOME - MODIFICATION, AND USE

9. No business may be run from within The Crossings.   (Article VI – Use Restrictions)

10. “Legal” fireworks may only be set off only on the resident’s personal driveway.  NO fireworks will be set off on the tarred streets of The Crossings.  (State Fire Marshal)

11. Equipment, wood piles, trailers, or storage areas shall be concealed from view at all times.   (Article VIII – Maintenance)

12. Satellite dishes must be at the rear of the property behind a fence.

13. No temporary structures are allowed; such as, mobile homes, trailers, or storage areas.   (Article VI – Use Restrictions)

14. Modifications to the existing home and lot must be approved by the Association prior to construction. (Article VI – Use Restrictions)

15. No advertising signs, billboards, unsightly objects or nuisances shall be erected, placed or permitted to remain on any lot.  An Owner shall be allowed to have one double faced standard 2’ x 3’ “FOR SALE” or “FOR RENT” real estate sign when said property is being marketed.  Upon closing or leasing of the home, said sign shall be removed immediately.  (Article VI – Use Restrictions)

16. No clothes lines shall be present and nothing shall be hung in an area visible from the street or neighboring lot.  (Article VI – Use Restrictions)
